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1.0 Summary (max 200 words)

Materials related to the Keicho-era Mission to Europe are composed of two parts, related to a mission
from Japan sent by the lord of the Sendai-han in 1613.

One part consists of 3 objects brought back to Japan after 7 years of travel: a Certificate of Citizenship
of Rome for Hasekura Tsunenaga (1570-1621), who led the mission to Europe, portraits of Tsunenaga
and the Pope Paulus V.

The other includes 94 written documents related to the mission, kept in two archives in Spain. It
includes letters from Hasekura Tsunenaga to the King of Spain and detailed records of their stay in
Spain and Rome.

These materials are precious testimony of the east-west exchange in the early 17" century in the fields
of diplomacy, trade, religion and fine arts, and the success of such exchange depended on the Manila
Galleon route. The entire collection has survived 400 years to this day, particularly the objects in Japan,
including the 250 years of a ban on Christianity.

Due to the so-called “isolation policy” of Japan issued soon after the mission’s departure, no similar
mission was sent. Therefore, these materials are typical evidence of east-west exchange during the Age
of Discovery.

Description of the objects

The Keicho-era Mission to Europe, organized upon advice from the missionary Luis Caballero de
Sotelo (1574-1624), by Date Masamune (1567-1636), Lord of the Sendai han (feudal domain), with his
subordinate Hasekura Tsunenaga as its leader, was sent to visit the King of Spain and the Pope during
the Keicho (1596-1615) and Genna (1615-1624) eras. Its purpose is said to have been to request for
missionaries to be sent to Japan and to establish a trade relationship with Mexico, which was under
Spanish rule at that time. The objects brought back to Japan by the mission after the 7 years of travel
are collectively known as the Materials Related to the Keicho-era Mission to Europe.

San Juan Bautista, the ship used by the mission, was built in Japan. The Western style ship was
constructed by Date Masamune with permission from the Tokugawa government and cooperation from
Sebastian Vizcaino (1548-1628), using the Tokugawa government's shipbuilding department and
numerous carpenters and blacksmiths.

The mission headed by Hasekura Tsunenaga left the Tsukinoura bay in Sendai on October 28, 1613,
crossed the Pacific ocean using the Manila Acapulco (Manila Galleon) route discovered by Andrés
de Urdaneta in 1565. After landing in Mexico, the mission crossed the Atlantic ocean and arrived in
Spain, and travelling on land and sea, reached Rome on October 25, 1615.

The "Certificate of Citizenship of Rome" was conferred by the city of Rome to Hasekura Tsunenaga
during this visit. It is written in Latin using gold ink on parchment with seven circles drawn along the
upper edge and on either upper sides, in which "Submission of pagans to Rome", "Romulus and
Remus", "Rome's coat of arms", "Family crest of the Hasekura family™ and the coats of arms of three
Roman Senates are painted.

The certificate, on which Hasekura's name is written including his baptismal name (PHILIPPO
FRANCISCO FAXECVRA ROCVYEMON), testifies that Tsunenaga is conferred Citizenship of
Rome and also is ennobled. The certificate also mentions the name of Date Masamune (IDATE
MASAMVNE) and at the end of the text the date "November 12, 1615" (Anno ab vrbe condita
MMCCCLXVI et ab orbe redempto MDCXV,XII kal[endae]Decembris) is given. According to the
"Minutes of Roman city council™ in the collection of Archivio Storico Capitolino and other records,
Hasekura's attendants were also conferred citizenship only, in addition to the certificate of himself,
but this special certificate issued to Tsunenaga is the only one that exists today. It is a record of the
official treatment Hasekura received in Rome and evidences that the European world received Japanese
people with due respect.

The materials include 2 portraits, one depicting Hasekura Tunenaga and the other the Pope Paulus V.
The portrait of Hasekura, which is thought to have been painted in Rome by Claude Deruet (1588-
1660) an artist associated with Roman Curia, is an important work as the oldest portrait of a Japanese
painted in oil. It portrays Hasekura, with a rosary in his hands, looking at a crucifix and praying. The
figure of a man who made an extremely difficult travel from the country on the eastern edge of Asia
to Rome, the center of the Christian world, supported by his strong mind and deep faith, not only
reflects his personality but also demonstrates how the Europeans of the 17th century understood the
Japanese when they saw these people firsthand. The folds and creases visible around the center of the
painting are said to have resulted from the persecution of Christianity after Hasekura's return to
Japan. The portrait was preserved by the Hasekura family after Tsunenaga's return, until it was
confiscated by the Sendai han government in 1640, when the family was deprived of the status for a
crime related to Christianity, and had been kept in the government's storage.




When Hasekura Tsunenaga arrived in Rome he was granted an informal audience with the Pope
Paulus V at Palazzo del Quirinale on October 29, 1615, received the blessing of the Pope on
November 1 during the mass at Basilica di San Pietro in Vaticano, and was granted a formal audience
with the Pope at the Vatican on November 3. "Portrait of Pope Paulus V" has traces of the Pope's
name "PAVLVS" and an inscribed date on the upper edge. There is an opinion that the portrait was
painted by Antonio Scalvati (c.1557-1622), who was specialized in portraits of Popes (Kristhina
Herrmann Fiore, 1993).

This portrait is a proof of warm reception given by the Pope and Roman Curia to the mission. This is
evident from the fact that Paulus V later issued a mandate to soothe and encourage the Christians in
Japan who were suffering from the persecution.

On the other hand, Spain is nominating materials from the General Archive of Simancas (AGS) and the
General Archive of Indies that are related to the Keicho-era Mission to Europe.

The General Archive of Simancas (AGS) holds letters from Hasekura Tsunenaga to the King of Spain,
letters by Luis Caballero de Sotelo, detailed records of the mission's stay in Spain, and letters
exchanged with Rome on the mission's visit to the Roman Curia (Vatican).

The General Archive of the Indies mainly holds correspondence between the Indies's advisory
conference and privy council, as well as reports from the Philippines' government general.

The collection of two archives in Spain includes following important documents.

Copy of the settlements (capitulaciones) signed by Date Masamune and viceroy of New Spain (AGS
document no.1), official letters from Tokugawa leyasu and his son Hidetada to the Duke of Lerma
(AGI documents no.3 and 4), draft of the letters from Felipe Il to leyasu, Hidetada and the Lord of
Sendai (AGI 12,15, 42). These documents are official diplomatic records at that time showing the
history of the exchange between Japan and Spain.

The letters from Hasekura Tsunenaga, head of the mission, to the city of Seville and to Felipe 111 (AGS
documents no. 4,14 and 29), show us Tsunenaga’s struggle to complete the mission against the context
of increase oppression and ban to the Christianity in Japan.

From the Queries (consulta) of the Council of the Indies (AGI documents no. 26 and28), one can follow
Spanish treatment to the Japanese mission in detail.

The letters from Luis Sotelo to the city of Seville and the King of Spain (AGS documents no.5 and 28)
shed light on Sotelo’s effort to help the mission to complete their work, considering interest of both
Japanese and Spanish side.

The copy of letter from Sebastian Vizcaino to the king of Spain (AGI document no. 20) is interesting
because one can know his view on propagation of Christianity in Japan, different from that of Hasekura
and Sotelo.

The other documents in two archives are also extremely important because they include the records of
the decision to accept the mission from Japan within the people in New Spain and Spain, records of the
behaviour of the mission members and other outstanding testimony of the history of east-west
exchange.

As explained above, the objects collectively known as "Materials Related to the Keicho-era Mission to
Europe" are important cultural properties marking the remarkable achievement in the history of east-
west exchange during the Age of Discovery, and are unique and incomparable heritage which have
been handed down for 400 hundred years to this day.




3.4 History/provenance

Documents at the Sendai City Museum (SCM)

After Hasekura Tsunenaga returned to Sendai in September 1620, the "Portrait of Pope Paulus
V" was presented to Date Masamune, the Lord of the Sendai han (feudal domain), and the rest
of the materials remained in the possession of the Hasekura family. In 1640, when the Hasekura
family was deprived of the status and privilege of samurai for a crime related to Christianity,
the objects preserved by the family were confiscated by the han government, and although they
were prohibited to possess, had been kept in the government's storage since then.

With the abolition of the han system and establishment of the prefecture system in 1871, the
materials kept in the han government's storage excepting the "Portrait of Pope Paulus V" , were
placed under the custody of the Miyagi prefectural government. They were returned by the
prefectural government to the Date family upon the family's request in 1889. In the early Meiji
period (1868-1912), the "Portrait of Pope Paulus V" left the Date family and was obtained by
Fujisaki Jiemon, but in the early part of the second half of the Meiji period it was presented to
the Date family by Ono Kiyotaka, former retainer of the Date family. At that point the entire
materials were back in the possession of the Date family.

After World War Il, the materials, which were on long-term loan to the Museum (the present
Tokyo National Museum) went into the possession of a private collector, while they remained
in the care of the museum. On July 17, 1964 Sendai city obtained them by purchase from the
said collector and put them in the custody of Sendai City Museum. The materials are in the
museum'’s collection to this day.

Documents at the General Archive of Simancas (AGS)

The General Archive of Simancas, started by Carlos | (King of Spain, 1516-1556) and
completed by his son Felipe 1l (King of Spain, 1556-1598), houses all the documentation
produced by the government bodies of the Spanish monarchy from the time of the Catholic
Monarchs (1475) until the birth of the Liberal Régime (1834). It represents, therefore, the most
homogeneous and complete document collection of our historical memory of the 16th to 18th
centuries.

This major set of documents has been housed since the 16th century in a purpose-built archive
building constructed by Juan de Herrera. Since that time, the generations of archivists have
maintained it in order to prevent its loss or deterioration; they study and describe it so as to
understand its content, and publicise it in order to make it better known and appreciated by the
public. With such support any member of the public may easily gain access to study of one of
the most outstanding eras of our historical past.

Documents at the General Archive of the Indies (AGI).

The General Archive of the Indias is basically responsible for custody of the resources
produced by the institutions created by the Spanish Administration for the government and
administration of Spain's overseas territories. These institutions are: the Council of the Indias
and the Office Secretariats, the Contracting House and the Consulates of Seville and Cadiz. It
also preserves other resources from less important institutions, as well as those from private
individuals linked to Spanish colonies in America and Asia. It was created in the XVIII century
mainly with the documents that were previously at the Simancas Archive.

The aim of the Archive is to conserve these resources and, through their organisation and
description, encourage their dissemination to all citizens.

5.0 Assessment against the selection criteria

5.1 Authenticity.

Japan

The conferment of the Certificate of Citizenship of Rome, the representative item among the materials,
and its circumstances have been recorded concretely in Minutes of Roman city council™ in the
collection of Archivio Storico Capitolino and other contemporaneous records in Europe, which prove
the authenticity of this document.

The objects including the above-mentioned Certificate of Citizenship of Rome which form these
materials are clearly mentioned in a number of different documents and records of the Edo period.

The "Portrait of the Pope Paulus V" and the "Portrait of Hasekura Tsunenaga" are mentioned in
"Teizan-ko Jike Kiroku (official history of the Date family)", which records the return of Hasekura, as
"brought back a portrait of a European king and portrait of himself. These were painted and given by
Europeans” in the entry of September 22, 1620. The portraits are also mentioned together with the
"Certificate of Citizenship of Rome™ in "Kodan Hitsujo™ written in 1724 by a retainer of the Sendai
domain.

In the record of Takano Norikane, who viewed the materials brought back by Hasekura preserved in
the Sendai domain government's storage on August 29, 1774, the "Portrait of Hasekura Tsunenaga"
and the "Certificate of Citizenship of Rome" are noted.

Otsuki Gentaku, a famous doctor of Western medicine and scholar of Western sciences during the mid-
Edo period, also examined the objects brought back by Hasekura Tsunenaga with permission from the
han government on November 7, 1812, and made a detailed record. ("Kinjo Hiun part 2, 'Consideration
on the utensils brought back to Japan by Tsunenaga' ")

Otsuki recorded more than 30 items, including the "Certificate of Citizenship of Rome" and the
"Portrait of Hasekura Tsunenaga" among others.

As stated above, the history of these materials can be traced by several written records from the 17th to
19th century. The portrait of Pope Paulus V was presented to Date Masamune, immediately after
Tsunenaga's return, and the other materials were possessed by the Hasekura family. However, when
the Hasekura family was deprived of the status and privilege of samurai for a crime related to
Christianity in 1640 they were confiscated by the han government. Since then, the objects presented
to Date Masamune and the confiscated objects had been kept in the government's storage.

With the abolition of the han system and establishment of the prefecture system in 1871, the materials
left the Date family and were placed under the custody of the Miyagi prefectural government, and were
exhibited in the Tohoku Exposition and viewed by Emperor Meiji in 1876 during his travel around the
Tohoku region, and also shown in the Miyagi Prefectural Exposition in 1880. They were returned by
the Miyagi prefectural government to the Date family in 1889.

In 1945, after World War Il ended, the "Materials Related to the Keicho-era Mission to Europe™ left
the Date family again and went into the possession of a private collector, who was famous as a lover of
old Japanese art, and then were purchased wholly by the Sendai City Museum on July 17th,1964, and
are still housed there to this day. The heritage, even during the time they were owned by the private
collector, were deposited in the Museum (the present Tokyo National Museum) as objects on long-term
loan to the museum and taken care of by its experts.

There are photographs taken by the photographer Endo Rikuro in 1884, which show the entire
collection of the "Materials Related to the Keicho-era Mission to Europe" in Japan. It has been
confirmed that they correspond with the "Materials Related to the Keicho-era Mission to Europe™
which exist today.

As explained above, the history of the "Materials Related to the Keicho-era Mission to Europe”, from
the arrival in Japan until they became part of the Sendai City Museum collection, can be traced clearly
by records. They are an authentic heritage with the evaluation established through research by many
scholars, and designated as National Treasures by the Japanese government in 2001.

Spain

The documents related to the Keicho era Embassy in custody of the General Archive of Simancas and
the General Archive of the Indies have been preserved since the XVII century in the public
administration Archives: first at the Archive of Simancas (XVII century) and later on, in the XVIII
century, some documents were transferred from the Simancas Archive to the Indies Archives. These
facts assure the authenticity of the above documents, since in both Archives were the original
documents of the Spanish Public Central Administration in the XVII century.

5.2 World significance
This document heritage is a collection of materials related to the Keicho-era mission to Europe, a
mission sent from the country on the eastern edge of Asia to the Western world. The mission was a




symbolic event of the Age of Discovery, and its success especially depended on the Manila Galleon
route. The fact that the "Certificate of Citizenship of Rome", which testifies that Tsunenaga was
conferred citizenship of Rome and also was ennobled, and the "Portrait of Pope Paulus V" and
"Portrait of Hasekura Tsunenaga™ were given to Hasekura indicates the mission was received by the
European world with great interest and due respect, and these materials clearly show this actually
happened. The diplomatic materials that remain in Spain and records of meetings that took place in
the country are evidence of the mission and its duties, and help us understand in more detail the
reactions and responses of Europe, which accepted the mission.

This cultural heritage reflects the great impact the Keicho-era mission had on the European people,
and indicate the significance of the role the mission played to enhance the understanding of the

existence of a different cultural sphere among Europeans. The materials are formed of real objects
from such a remarkable event and related documents and have a great significance in world history.

Prior to the Keicho mission, the Tensho Embassy is known to have been sent to Europe in the late 16th
century. This mission, consisting of only four boys and attendants, was planned by the Jesuit
missionary Alexandro Valignano (1539-1606) as a sort of courtesy visit with religious reasons, and
quite different from the Keicho mission, which was sent with permission from the shogunate and had
concrete purposes regarding diplomacy, trade and religion. Further, there exists no material which has
been proved as items directly brought back to Japan by the Tensho Embassy members themselves.

Because Japan maintained the ban on Christianity and the "isolation policy"” for more than 250 years,
after the return of the Keicho mission, no similar mission was sent to the European countries during
that period. Therefore, the objects brought back by the Keicho Mission are the only examples of
materials brought back from Europe known to exist.

Presently, there are ten-odd objects said to have been brought back to Japan by the mission other than
the materials discussed here, but they have no proof of their authenticity. Therefore, these objects
cannot replace the said materials.

From these reasons, these materials are the only authentic examples, outstanding both in quality and
quantity, of materials to shed light on the history of the east-west exchange during the Age of
Discovery and they are quite important for the world history.

5.3 Comparative criteria:
1 Time

With the international exchanges brought about by the advancement of shipbuilding techniques and
navigation art, and the worldwide activities of Catholic missionaries as background, Europeans made
inroads and expansion of their influence into Asia from the 16th century. Europeans arrived in Japan for
the first time in 1542 (another opinion says 1543) and the first missionary work was done in 1549 by
Francisco de Xavier 1506-1552). More frequent visits of European ships to Japan and an increase in
the Christian population in Japan resulted from the discovery of the Manila Acapulco (Manila
Galleon) route by Andrés de Urdaneta in 1565.

It is said that Sotelo, a Franciscan friar from Spain, wished to stabilize his missionary work in Japan,
and appointment of a Franciscan bishop, while Date Masamune had a scheme to expand his power by
opening trade with Mexico. It was their common interest which made the Keicho-era mission to Europe
a reality. The opportunity to send the mission was generated by the combination of the Spanish catholic
group's situation and the great ambition of Date Masamune, the powerful feudal lord in the Tohoku
region, set in the background of the relation between Europe and East Asia at that time.

In Japan, in the year the mission left, persecution of Christianity began on a full scale as an order to
expel the missionaries and Christians was issued throughout Japan. From 1635 travel to and return from
overseas countries of the Japanese was prohibited.




Thus, the Tokugawa government strengthened and established the "isolation” policy, and maintained it
until the Treaty of Amity and Commerce was concluded between Japan and the United States of
America in 1858. The ban on Christianity was lifted in 1873. Therefore, after the Keicho-era mission to
Europe, it was impossible to send a similar mission to Europe.

As stated above, the Keicho mission clearly reflects the international and Japanese situations of the
early 17th century. We cannot help but conclude that there was no chance other than this opportunity to
send any kind of mission successfully. The objects related to the Keicho mission are an incomparable
cultural heritage that records such a period.

2 Place

The Keicho mission was sent to the King of Spain Felipe 111 and the pope Paulus V, and so the
destinations of their travel were Madrid and Rome. The reason the mission visited the king of Spain
was that Mexico, with which Date Masamune wished to open trade, was a colony of the Spanish empire
and the destination of Manila Acapulco route.

The mission, on their way to the destinations, made a call at Havana (Cuba), which was also a domain
of Viceroy of Viceroyalty of New Spain. On their way back to Japan, Hasekura Tsunenaga and other
members of the mission had to stay in Manila (Philippines) for more than 2 years. This place was also a
domain of the Spanish empire occupied by Miguel Lopez de Legazpi (1502-1572) by an order of
Viceroy of Viceroyalty of New Spain.

The places which were important for the mission's journey were all owned by the Spanish empire,
indicating that the mission's travel would not have been possible without the existence of the extensive
territories of the Spanish empire, which was once called "the empire on which the sun never sets".

The mission's travel was a great expedition from the eastern edge of East Asia to Europe, taking 7 years
and crossing the Pacific Ocean, Middle America, the Atlantic Ocean, the Iberian peninsula and the
Mediterranean Sea.

The "Certificate of Citizenship of Rome", "Portrait of Hasekura Tsunenaga™ and "Portrait of Pope
Paulus V" were produced and obtained in Rome, their final destination. The "Certificate of Citizenship
of Rome", in particular, was issued by the city of Rome and mentions the specific locations and
organizations, the names of specific individuals and dates.

3 People

Persons recorded in the materials include Hasekura Tsunenaga himself (the Portrait, Certificate of
Citizenship of Rome), the pope Paulus V, whom Tsunenaga was granted a formal audience with on
November 3, 1615 (the Portrait), three Roman Senates including LVDOVICVS RENTIVS (Certificate
of Citizenship of Rome), and Date Masamune (ditto). Other than them, many persons in Japan, Spain
and other places in the world were concerned with these materials. They include Tokugawa leyasu, who
granted permission to the mission to travel, the missionary Luis Caballero de Sotelo, who gave advice
to Date Masamune to send a mission and accompanied the mission from Japan to Spain, Rome and
Manila, Sebastian Vizcaino, Mukai Tadakatsu, Head of the Tokugawa government's shipbuilding
department and many carpenters and metal smiths who took part in the construction of the Western
style ship in Japan, about 40 Spanish sailors from the ship San Francisco which was wrecked near
Japan who became crew members of the mission's ship and worked as navigators, etc., Gregorio
Matias, an Italian who spoke Japanese fluently and worked as an interpreter of Italian; the Viceroy of
Viceroyalty of New Spain, the King of Spain Felipe 111, the pope Paulus V and Cardinal Scipione
Borghese (1576-1633), who received Hasekura Tsunenaga and people the mission met at each place
they visited.

The mission included Takino Kahei, Itami Somi and Noma Hanbei as representatives of the Christians
in the Kinai (Kyoto, Nara and surrounding areas) region, who were granted an audience with the Pope
and made a petition to the canonization of 26 Catholics crucified by the order of Toyotomi Hideyoshi
in Nagasaki. It was a remarkable achievement at that time that they explained directly to the Pope the

severe situation of the Japanese Christians and their firm faith.

The mission could only have been realized after the great discovery of Andrés de Urdaneta and other
explorers of ocean routes during the Age of Discovery.

The great achievement of the mission was the result of mutual understanding and cooperation of these
people, and through this mission the exchange, mutual understanding and cooperative relationship
between the people in Europe and East Asia were enhanced. These materials are a precious collection
of objects that prove these facts concretely.

4 Subject and theme

The Materials and other relevant documents Related to the Keicho Mission are the only group of actual
objects to exist in East-Asia which shed light on the history of early 17th century east-west cultural
exchange in the fields of diplomacy, trade and religion. The "Certificate of Citizenship of Rome" was
conferred on Hasekura Tsunenaga after the city of Rome decided to give him citizenship of Rome and
ennoble him. It is an official document in the traditional style and proves the mission headed by
Tsunenaga was formally accepted by the European world. It is an important material in the history of
diplomacy.

The portraits of Hasekura Tsunenaga and the Pope Paulus V are precious evidence of the Japanese
Christian faith in the early 17th century and its actual situation. They are evidence of the response of
Europe to the mission as Christians, and are quite important historical materials of spiritual exchange




between the East and the West.

The portrait of Hasekura is an important work in art history as the earliest portrait of a Japanese
painted in oil. It is also the only painting of a praying Japanese Christian, who actually existed in the
17th century, and was produced at that time.

Furthermore, the related documents that remain in Spain demonstrate through records the European
mission and its duties, and are hugely valuable in the field of diplomatic and cultural history.

5 Form and style

The "Certificate of Citizenship of Rome™ written in the form of the official document of the city of
Rome, is a rare example which exists in Japan and East Asia, where there is no custom to use
parchments as recording medium.

The portraits of Hasekura Tsunenaga and the Pope Paulus V are oil paintings by 17th century
professional artists in Europe depicting actual persons, which were brought contemporaneously to
Japan. There is no similar example in Japan.

Letters from Hasekura Tsunenaga to the King of Spain adhere to the official Japanese style of formal
writing, and very few examples exist in Europe.

6 Social/ spiritual/ community significance:

The Materials Related to the Keicho-era Mission attracted the attention of many intellectuals since early
on. They are recorded in may writings including "Teizan-ko Jike Kiroku (official history of the Date
family, 1706)", "Kodan Hitsujo" written in 1724 by Hachiya Yoshitaka, a retainer of the Sendai
domain, "Takanoke Kiroku (diary of Takano Norikane, 1774) and "Kinjo Hiun" (1812) by Otsuki
Gentaku, a scholar of Western sciences. In Japan during the time of the persecution of Christianity and
"Isolation policy" when objects related to Christianity were closely hidden for the public, the unique
collection of actual materials conveying information on European countries and the world of
Christianity, was a precious source of knowledge to understand the European society, culture and
religion.

After the materials were open to the public in the modern period, when Japan was working to
modernize itself following the example of European countries, the materials quickly drew attention as a
record of the earliest achievement in the history of exchange between Japan and Europe and were
recognized as extremely important historical heritage. As a result, it was viewed by Emperor Meiji,
shown in exhibitions and became the subject of scholarly research. The high regard for the heritage's
significance eventually led to its designation by the Japanese government as Important Cultural
Property in 1966, and then as National Treasure in 2001.

As the Keicho-era Mission to Europe is mentioned in all textbooks currently used for school education,
it is well known among youths.

The port of Tsukinoura, from where Sant Juan Bautista departed is located in Ishinomaki city of Miyagi
prefecture. There is a museum featuring the Keicho-era Mission to Europe (Miyagi Sant Juan Bautista
Museum) in the city, and in its dock area stands a replica of Saint Juan Bautista, which was produced to
appeal the internationality, progressive way of thinking and challenging spirit of the people of Miyagi
to the world. Constructed according to relative documents, the wooden ship measuring 55m long is very
popular among the local people and is utilized in many lessons outside the classroom.

At Tsukinoura the conservation and improvement work has been done as a historical site since the Meiji
period, and a stone monument was erected. "Sant Juan Festival” and "Commemorative Festival of Sant
Juan Bautista's Departure™ are held every year by the local people in order to honor the historical
heritage, promote international exchange, and to pass the memory of the mission on to the future




generations.

The replica of Sant Juan Bautista and the museum were considerably damaged by the Great Eastern
Japan Earthquake which occurred on March 11, 2011, and are closed currently. These facilities now
serve as the nucleus of the local people's identity and their reopening as a symbol of the recovery of the
region is eagerly anticipated.

The year 2013 will mark the 400th anniversary of the Keicho-era Mission's departure for Europe, and
commemorative events are under preparation both in and outside Miyagi prefecture.

At the General Archive of Simancas and the General Archive of the Indies, as cultural institutions,
there is a special room for permanent exhibitions. At the same time, temporal exhibitions are regularly
held. Both archives have public reading rooms for the general public, where the original documents can
been examined. The public of both archives is not only Spanish; people from around the globe visit
them because the have the original records of the Spanish Crown in a period in which the Spanish had
official and unofficial contacts with America and East Asia.

6.0 Contextual information

6.1 Rarity

There is no heritage comparable to this as a collection of actual objects formed through an exchange
between East Asia and Europe which took place during the time the objects were produced, and
documents that record these events.

6.2 Integrity

Although the collection partly lacks completeness of its original appearance through secular changes,
and show intentional damages as they underwent a time of severe persecution of Christianity, as a
whole, it maintains its historical value adequately. Regarding the intentional damages, they themselves
are the significant evidence of the historical circumstances they were in after they had been
accumulated. The present state in which they are possessed and preserved will ensure the integrity of
their historical value in the future.

The documents preserved at the General Archive of Simancas and the General Archives of the Indies
have been preserved by the Spanish central administration services since its origin (XV1 for Simancas
and XVIII for Indies) because they testimony all the official actions taken by the Spanish government
during centuries. Although the General Archive of the Indies was created in the XVIII century, it was
created with documents that, mainly, were previously located at the General Archive of Simancas. The
integrity of the documents has been guaranteed by specific civil servants since its origin.
